How many tardies=DETENTION?
a. 5

How many tardies=TARDY MEETING?
a. 6

How many tardies=ADMIN MEETING/BUS CARD SHUT OFF?
a. 10

How do I serve a DETENTION?

a. You can do it at lunch daily in 008; report directly there and you'’ll be
dismissed to grab lunch as a group. You can also do it with a teacher before
or after school. Make sure the teacher emails Mrs. Kampfe. Another option is
to attend Saturday School.

How do I serve a TARDY MEETING?

a. Youcandoitat 3:15pm on Mondays or 7:30am on Thursdays. There are
signs posted around the school with this information. Report to 008. You can
also attend Saturday School. It cannot be served with teachers or at other
days/times.

How do I complete an ADMIN MEETING?

a. You, your parent/guardian, and your administrator (Mr. Bradley, Mrs.
Kampfe, Mr. Gonzalez or Mr. Lucas) have to meet together. When that
meeting occurs you can decide if you want to negotiate a different
consequence for 10 tardies other than bus card shut off. The options are:

i. Serve 3 additional detentions (beyond any owed detention or tardy
meetings already assigned)
ii. Attend Saturday School
iii. Be on time to all classes for 5 consecutive days
iv. Serve on Safety Patrol before and after school for 5 consecutive days

Do my tardies reset back to zero after [ complete my consequences?
a. No, tardies do not reset back to zero until a new quarter starts

2. When a new quarter starts, do my consequences set back to zero?

a. No, consequences carry over and must be completed, along with any
additional consequences earned during the following quarter. This includes
field trip attendance and bus card shut off caused by overdue
DETENTIONS/TARDY MEETINGS and/or failure to fulfill Admin Mtg and
10 Tardy Consequence.

1. What happens if I do not serve my DETENTIONS or TARDY MEETINGS?

a. DETENTIONS and TARDY MEETINGS that are more than 7 days old=NO
